PLEASE READ CAREFULLY AND KEEP IN A SAFE PLACE UNTIL 

THE END OF JULY!!!

1. The MEDICAL FORM and FINAL PAYMENT for Band Camp are due to Mrs. Jennifer Grabot @ BPMS by TUESDAY,  June 4, 2013, 12:00 NOON. There are no more refunds on deposits after June 4. Checks are payable to Beach Park Bands. Please mail (C/O Beach Park Middle School, 40667 N. Green Bay Rd, Beach Park, IL 60099) or drop these off at BPMS (or whatever arrangements have been made with Mrs. Cook for North Prairie).
2. All suitcases and instruments should be brought to Beach Park Middle School between 9:00 A.M. and 10:30 A.M. on SUNDAY, JULY 28th. Please make sure that every item has an identification tag on it. All students are limited to one (1) suitcase and one (1) small overnight bag. PLEASE DO NOT PACK INSTRUMENTS IN YOUR SUITCASE. All luggage will be transported to the camp Sunday night. 
3. Any medications that your child may need should be placed in a large Ziploc bag with your child’s name and all dosing instructions clearly stated and enclosed. Please bring the meds to luggage check in, and they will be given to the chaperones to administer. 

4. On MONDAY, JULY 29th , the buses will leave from the BPMS parking lot at 8:00 A.M. Students should have breakfast at home before departure. Please arrive early so the buses can depart in a timely manner.
5. Food is NOT to be sent with or to students at camp. THIS WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED. Food kept in sleeping rooms attracts ants, mice, and other undesirables, which can create an unpleasant situation. Your children will be well fed through the week! There will also be pop and candy for sale at various times during our time at camp.
6. All students should bring some spending money. There will be opportunities to purchase pop, candy, t-shirts, arts and crafts, etc. at the camp, and there is also an awesome old fashioned ice cream parlor! The most any child should bring is $30 - $40.  We are not responsible if money is lost or stolen. Also, please do not send large bills. One dollar bills and quarters are preferred. 
7.  Due to the hectic schedule that all students are involved in at camp, parents are not invited to visit the camp other than on Saturday for the concert. For the same reason, be aware that students will not be allowed to use any of the payphones on site. PLEASE do not send a cell phone with your student. In the event of family emergency, please call the camp and we will make arrangements for you to pick up your child. If the chaperones hear about or see a cell phone with your child, they will confiscate it until the end of the week. I cannot stress enough the importance of this – students and parents who disregard this policy place the teachers and chaperones in a difficult position, and create chaos with the students who DO abide by the policy.
8. All parents and friends are invited to attend the concert on Saturday August 3rd at 10:30 A.M. PLEASE NOTE THE TIME CHANGE FROM PREVIOUS YEARS!! The approximate driving time to camp is 1 hour. However, traffic through Lake Geneva can be slow on a Saturday morning – make sure to plan accordingly. Parents may want to bring lawn chairs for the outdoor concert – the camp does not provide seating. THE PARKING SITUATION MAY BE DIFFICULT – please try to park outside the camp on the road. We will provide directions when you drop off luggage on Sunday. 
9. ALL STUDENTS will be leaving the camp after the concert on Saturday afternoon. If you will not be at the concert, please make arrangements to have your child picked up. You are responsible for getting your child home - we will not be providing buses for the return trip Saturday.

6. Water bottle (there are drinking fountains to fill them in) Chaperones will be requiring students to carry a water bottle at all times to prevent dehydration – we cannot predict the weather, but we can take preventative measures.
7. BUG SPRAY – We will be in a wooded area – there WILL be mosquitoes and other bugs.
8. Clothes (see list below)

(girls may wear one-piece or MODEST two-piece suits, tankini – style. Anything too revealing will be denied – if you are uncertain, better to err on the side of conservative. We do not accept t-shirts over bathing suits)

Poncho or some sort of rain gear



One NICE pair of shorts and shoes for the Saturday concert (A Band Camp t-shirt will be provided!)

PLEASE observe the clothing restrictions. This is a family camp environment, and we have a large contingent of younger, impressionable students who will be looking to the older students as role models.
Have bedding rolled and tied so it can be stored and transported conveniently. Make sure it is tagged with identification. Also make sure that all baggage is marked CLEARLY, as things can and do get lost. 

Due to the rising popularity, cost and complexity of today’s personal entertainment devices, no PSP’s, DS’s, iPods or MP3 players (or similar items) will be allowed. You, as parents, are paying a lot of money for your child to attend band camp, and since this is a group activity, we really need to encourage our children to be fully engaged in what we are doing as a group.
